Please fill out the slips below, two for each piece (one goes on the back of the
art). Fillin the # space on the entry slip below for your 1st choice, 2nd choice in case there is not enough room for all en-
tries (it depends on how many artists enter). Please also number your entry slips for miniature art, because space is limited inside
the glass case. Show tags will be made in advance, no handwritten tags allowed. Artwork can not be accepted on set up day; if
show tag info is not received, PGA dues paid, and show entry fee paid by February 19th. Prints are not allowed in the show, be-
cause it is juried; however “Hand Pulled Prints” are allowed.

Entry Fee: $10.00 for the first painting, $5.00 for second painting, free after that. Minis are free unless no wall art is entered, then
the first mini is $5.00.

Set up Day: Tuesday, March 12th, 8:00 am—8:30am — The Activity Center Doors open at 7:30am, art check in is from 8am -
8:30am. Artwork needs to be checked in prior to 9:00am . Make sure your work is labeled on the back with your name, title, medi-
um, price and phone number. Artwork not dropped off on the specified set up day and time will not be allowed in the show, no re-
fund will be given on the entry fee.

Pick up Day: Friday, May, 10th, 9am—11am Please make sure to pick up your artwork. Failure to pick up artwork on the specified
day and time will result in forfeiture of the artwork and the artwork will become the property of PGA (special circumstances may be
considered at the discretion of the PGA President). On pick up day, please do not throw away the show tags for the mini glass case,
as they can be reused for the next show.

Reception: Saturday, March 23rd, 12:30—2:30. Set up is from Noon to 12:30, clean up 2:30pm—3pm

Framing and size: Wall paintings must be wired as tight and taunt as possible & wired correctly for hanging, 1/4 to 1/3 from top of
frame. Minis must have easels, stands, or kickstands. Wall paintings must be at least 12” wide to hang correctly from the wire/
track system.

10% Discount: In lieu of a commission, “Arts Downtown” will be giving a 10% discount to organization members presenting either
their current individual or family “Arts Downtown” membership card.” All other sales can be at the artists full asking price.

Donation: A donation of 10% to PGA is optional.
